Argentine pianist Ingrid Fliter has won the admiration and hearts of audiences around the world for her
passionate yet thoughtful and sensitive music making played with an effortless technique. Winner of the
2006 Gilmore Artist Award, one of only a handful of pianists and the only woman to have received this
honor, Ms. Fliter divides her time between North America and Europe. Ingrid Fliter made her American
orchestral debut with the Atlanta Symphony just days after the announcement of her Gilmore award.
Since then, she has appeared with most of the major North American orchestras including the Cleveland
and Minnesota Orchestras, the Boston, San Francisco, St. Louis, Toronto, Detroit, National, Dallas,
Houston, Cincinnati, New World, San Diego and New Jersey symphonies among others, as well as at the
Mostly Mozart, Tanglewood, Grant Park, Aspen, Ravinia, Blossom, Tippet Rise and Brevard summer
festivals. She makes her debut at the Grand Tetons Festival in summer 2022. Equally busy as a recitalist,
Ms. Fliter has performed in New York at Carnegie’s Zankel Hall, the Metropolitan Museum and the 92nd
Street Y, at Chicago’s Orchestra Hall, and in Boston, San Francisco, Vancouver and Detroit, as well as for
the Van Cliburn Foundation in Fort Worth. In Europe and Asia, Ms. Fliter has performed with orchestras
and in recital in Amsterdam, London, Berlin, Frankfurt, Salzburg, Cologne and Tokyo, and participated in
festivals such as La Roque D’Antheron, Prague Autumn and The World Pianist Series in Tokyo. Recent
international engagements include appearances with the Israel, Hong Kong, Monte Carlo, Osaka,
Helsinki and Royal Stockholm Philharmonics; the Philharmonia, Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, BBC
Symphony and the Proms in London; the Danish Radio Symphony Orchestra and Swedish Chamber
Orchestra; and recitals in Paris, Barcelona, Milan, Prague, Stockholm, Lisbon, Sydney and in London at
both Wigmore Hall and Queen Elizabeth Hall. Born in Buenos Aires in 1973, Ingrid Fliter began her piano
studies in Argentina with Elizabeth Westerkamp. In 1992 she moved to Europe where she continued her
studies in Freiburg with Vitaly Margulis, in Rome with Carlos Bruno, and with Franco Scala and Boris
Petrushansky at the Academy “Incontri col Maestro” in Imola, Italy. Ms. Fliter began playing public
recitals at the age of eleven and made her professional orchestra debut at the Teatro Colon in Buenos
Aires at the age of 16. Already the winner of several competitions in Argentina, she went on to win
prizes at the Cantu International Competition and the Ferruccio Busoni Competition in Italy and in 2000
was awarded the silver medal at the Frederic Chopin Competition in Warsaw. She has been teaching at
the Imola International Academy "Incontri col Maestro” since the fall of 2015. Ms. Fliter has recorded
both Chopin concertos with the Scottish Chamber Orchestra/Jun Maerkl for Linn Records as well as the
complete Chopin Preludes for the same label. Her two all-Chopin recordings for EMI earned her the
reputation as one of the pre-eminent interpreters of that composer while her most recent EMI
recording is an all-Beethoven CD featuring the Pathetique and Appassionata sonatas. Live recordings of
Ms. Fliter performing works by Beethoven and Chopin at the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam are
available on the VAI Audio label. Her most recent recordings for Linn Records feature the Mendelssohn
and Schumann concertos with the Scottish Chamber Orchestra and the complete Chopin Nocturnes. She
will record an all-Schumann disc in the winter of 2023

Ingrid Fliter studia pianistyczne rozpoczeta w Argentynie. Po przeprowadzce do Europy w 1992
roku kontynuowata nauke we Fryburgu, Rzymie oraz w Akademii “Incontri col Maestro” we wtoskim
miescie Imola. Publiczne wystepy (recitale) rozpoczeta w wieku 11 lat, a pieé lat pdzniej miat
miejsce jej profesjonalny debiut — wystep z orkiestrg w Teatro Colon w Buenos Aires. Laureatka
konkursow w Argentynie, Ingrid Fliter odnotowata kolejne sukcesy w Europie (Miedzynarodowy



Konkurs Pianistyczny w Cantu, Konkurs im. Ferruccio Busoniego). W 2000 roku zdobyta Il nagrode
na Miedzynarodowym Konkursie Pianistycznym im. Fryderyka Chopina w Warszawie.

Innym znaczgcym sukcesem artystki byta nagroda Gilmore Artist Award (2006) — to zaszczytne
wyrdznienie otrzymata jedynie garstka pianistow, w tym jedna kobieta — Ingrid Fliter. Kilka dni
pozniej odbyt sie jej amerykanski debiut z orkiestrg Atlanta Symphony. Od tego czasu Ingrid Fliter
wystapita z wiekszoscig pétnocnoamerykanskich orkiestr, w tym z Cleveland Orchestra i Minnesota
Orchestra.

Réwnie czesto pianistka wystepuje z recitalami, m. in. wystgpita w Nowym Jorku (Carnegie Hall-
Zankel Hall, Metropolitan Museum) i Fort Worth (wystep dla Fundacji im. Van Cliburna).

Poza Stanami Zjednoczonymi artystka daje recitale i wystepuje z towarzyszeniem orkiestr w
znanych salach koncertowych, a takze na festiwalach muzycznych, w catej Europie, w Japonii i
Australii.

Pianistka nagrata oba koncerty Chopina ze Szkocka Orkiestrg Kameralng (Scottish Chamber
Orchestra) dla wytworni Linn Records, a takze wszystkie Preludia Chopina dla tej samej wytwarni.
Dwa nagrania utwordéw Chopina dla wytworni EMI zyskaty jej opinie jednej z najznakomitszych
interpretatorek muzyki polskiego kompozytora. Ostatnio dla EMI artystka nagrata CD z utworami
Beethovena. Natomiast kompozycje Beethovena i Chopina nagrane na zywo podczas jej wystepu w
amsterdamskiej sali Concertgebouw ukazaty sie naktadem wytwoérni VAI Audio. Najnowsze
nagrania dla Linn Records zawierajg koncerty Mendelssohna i Schumanna (wraz ze Szkocka
Orkiestrg Kameralng), a takze wszystkie Nokturny Chopina.

Od 2015 roku Ingrid Fliter wyktada w Miedzynarodowej Akademii “Incontri col Maestro” w
Imola. Jest honorowym cztonkiem Towarzystwa im. Fryderyka Chopina w Warszawie.
